The Guest lecture on “Economics of Everyday Life” was organized by the Department of
Economics, Faculty of Arts, Bhavans Vivekananda College of Science, Humanities and
Commerce on 22" December 2020 at 2:00 pm. The guest speaker was Mr. T. S. Gopdl,
Honorary Secretary, Scientific Research Association for Economics and Finance(SRAEF),
Chennai.

The session started off with introducing the ssmplicity yet complexity of the subject, followed
by enlightening the attendees about the importance of economics in a household and in every
individual’s life.
